REPORTING REQUIREMENTS FOR SNA1 and SNAS

As you are aware, permit holders targeting snapper by the method of trawling in QMAs 1, 8 and 9
(SNA1 and SNAS) are required to complete TCEPRs and CLRs instead of CELRs. This is to
enable more detailed position information to be collected for the management of the snapper
fishery.

Recently, correspondence was sent by the Ministry to remind permit holders that, as per the
explanatory notes contained in the TCEPR books, the daily processing summary section of the
TCEPR must still be completed (in a modified manner) for fish which is taken but not processed

This letter was intended for permit holders operating vessels in excess of 28 metres, and as such
should not have been sent to those permit holders completing TCEPRs in respect of vessels less
than 28 metres operating in the SNA1 and SNAS fisheries. I apologise for any resulting confusion
that this letter may have caused.

If you are completing TCEPRs in respect of vessels less than 28 metres operating in the SNA1 and
SNAB fisheries, please note that pursuant to regulation 24 of the Fisheries (Reporting) Regulations
1990 the requirements to complete the following sections of the TCEPR are hereby waived:

® sea surface temperature
* bottom temperature
o daily processing summary
