You will be aware that the Minister of Fisheries has been considering proposals to reduce the
level of mortality of snapper in the SNA1 and SNAS fisheries. He has recently decided on a
package of controls. These include amendment to regulations relating to minimum trawl cod-end
mesh sizes. New regulations require the use of trawl cod-ends with a mesh size of not less than
125mm throughout the Auckland Fishery Management Area in waters less than 100 metres in
depth.

In order to monitor the implementation and effectiveness of these controls, a more detailed
reporting of fishing locality will be required from trawl and Danish seine vessels. This additional
reporting will also be of considerable assistance in the monitoring of the abundance of snapper
fisheries.

This letter is to advise you that as from 1 November 1995, or the start of the first trip after that
date, you will be required (pursuant to Regulation 7(1)(b) of the Fisheries Reporting Regulations
1990) to complete Trawl Catch Effort and Processing Returns (TCEPRs) in respect of trawl
vessels specified under your control. The requirements to provide sea surface and bottom
temperature and to complete a Daily Processing Summary is waived in relation to your vessels.

Explanatory notes on how the returns are completed are contained in these books, however if you
require further assistance at that time, Registry staff in Auckland, Whangarei or Tauranga will
be able to assist.
