REPORTING REQUIREMENTS FOR SNA1 & SNAS

The Ministry has noted that you have furnished Catch Effort and Landing Returns (CELRs)
in respect of targeting SNA1 and/or SNAS by the method of trawling.

Please note that from 1 November 1995, pursuant to Regulation 7(1)(b) of the Fisheries
(Reporting) Regulations 1990, all permit holders targeting SNA1 and/or SNAS8 by the method
of trawling were required to furnish TCEPRs and the associated CLRs, instead of CELRs.
The completion of these returns assists in the monitoring of the abundance of snapper
fisheries.

Therefore, if you are intending to continue to fish for SNA1 and/or SNA8 by the method of
trawling, you will need to furnish TCEPRs and CLRs. If you require one or both of these
return books please contact the Ministry toll free on 0800 788 228.

Inside these books you will find instructions on how to complete your returns. Please take
time to read these instructions and make yourself familiar with the requirements.

If you intend targeting SNA1 and/or SNAS by the method of trawling, a waiver is issued in
relation to providing sea surface and bottom temperatures on your TCEPRs. However, please
ensure that you complete the Daily Processing Summary for all fish processed or unprocessed
(GRE). This means that in respect of fish taken but not processed you must record it in the
daily processing summary with:

o the species code

o aprocessed state code of GRE,

e and, in the column entitled “calculated weight before processing (kgs)”, the estimated
greenweight of the fish.
