REPORTING AND RECORDKEEPING OF LANDED STATES

This letter is to advise you that there has been a change made to the reporting and recordkeeping
requirements of landed states of fish.

Please read this information carefully as you will need to be aware of the changes when completing
your returns. If you need further clarification please call the Ministry’s toll free line on 0800 788 228.

The Ministry has amended the Fisheries (Reporting) Regulations 1990 in order to clarify the situation
where fish is landed in more than one state. This is because the regulations did not provide for
circumstances where different portions of processed fish are landed by fishers. These changes should
alleviate the double counting of fish and the double billing of levies.

The Fisheries (RecordK eeping) Regulations 1990 have also been amended to maintain consistency
with these changes to the Fisheries (Reporting) Regulations 1990, and to provide an adequate audit
trail of fish product through the relevant classes of business.

These changes will take effect from 4 December 1997.

The regulations have been amended to provide for:

* the introduction of “principal landed state’ codes and ‘additional landed state’ codes

® specifications on how to use the new codes on fishing returns.

* “weight” to be expressed in a way that is consistent with the different types of records required to
be kept (ie. Sales invoices, inventory returns etc).

The attached appendices explain the new codes and definitions of ‘weights, and explain how they are
to be used when completing records and fishing returns.

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Change to Landed State Codes: Questions and Answers

Which codes have changed?

The codes which have changed are the landed state codes. There
are now 2 types of landed state code:

® sole or principal landed state codes

¢ additional landed state codes

Note: If fish is landed in one state a sole or principal landed
state code is to be used.

What is a sole or principal landed state
code?

A sole or principal landed state code describes:

® where only 1 part of the fish is landed; or

* where 2 or more parts of the fish arc landed, the heaviest
part.

What is an additional landed state
code?

An additional landed state code describes:

® where fish is landed in 2 or more states, any landed state
other than principal landed state.

Note: an additional landed state code can only be used in

conjunction with a principal landed state code.

When do the new codes get used?

Every time a permit holder lands processed fish they must
record the appropriate landed state code that best describes that
landing. If the fisher wishes to land more than one portion of
that fish, they must record the appropriate additional landed
state code or codes, and use these codes in the Catch Landing
section of their fishing returns.

What are the new codes?

The codes are listed in Appendix 2 (attached).

When do conversion factors get
applied?

© Conversion factors are only applied to sole or principal
landed states (je. these landed states have both an actual
weight and a greenweight)

* Additional landed state codes do not need a conversion factor
and therefore have an actual weight not a greenweight. This
is because the greenweight in relation to that fish has already
been captured by applying a conversion factor to the
principal landed state.

What is an ‘actual weight’?

“Actual weight’ means the weight of the fish when it is landed.

How does this change affect catch
effort returns?

Catch effort returns are completed as per usual, except the new
landed state codes are used in the ‘Landed State’ column.
Remember, greenweight is not recorded against an additional
landed state code.

The explanatory notes in the CLR, TCEPR, and CELR books are
being amended to reflect the changes and assist in the
completion of returns.

How do I know when to use an actual weight
instead of a greenweight for my LFR records?

LFR records should be a reflection of the information

issued to the fisher at the time fish is landed.

Remember -

* asole or principal landed state has both an actual
weight and a greenweight

 an additional landed state has an actual weight only

Therefore information on dockets will include a

weight, and a greenweight (if required to be calculated

for the purposes of the Fisheries (Reporting)

Regulations 1990.

These amendments will only affect the receiving/

purchasing (and supporting) documentation required

to be kept by a LFR.

What do I put on my LFRR?

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Amended Instructions to the Explanatory Notes for TCEPR, CLR and CELR
Forms

Trawl Catch Effort and Processing Return (TCEPR)

The Daily Processing Summary as set out in section 9 of the explanatory notes has been amended
to clarify the different reporting requirements for sole or principal landed states and additional
landed states. The instructions below have been amended to indicate that a conversion factor will
not be applied to an additional landed state:

9.5 Processed catch weight (kg): For sole or principal landed states and additional landed
states, enter the total weight (in kg) of all the units referred to in “Number of- process units’
i.e. Number of units x unit weight.

9.6 ‘Conversion Factor’: For sole or principal landed states, enter the current conversion factor
that applies to the processed state of the fish packaged in the units. Conversion factors are
those specified in the current Fisheries (Conversion) Notice, or if applicable, certificate
issued under section 3A of the Fisheries Act 1983. For additional landed states, enter N/A.

9.7  Calculated weight before processing (kg): For sole or principal landed states (retained
fish): enter the greenweight (in kg) of the fish in the units before processing. That is,
multiply the processed catch weight by the appropriate conversion factor. For principal
landed states (returned/abandoned fish (for Non-ITQ only)): enter the estimated
greenweight, (in the case of return or abandonment under section 28ZB(5), enter the figure
advised by the Fishery Officer or Scientific Observer). For additional landed states, enter

N/A.
Catch Landing Return (CLR)
Explanatory notes 7.(ii) and 8.(i) of the Catch Landing Return have been amended to allow for the
sole or principal landed states and additional landed states defined in the Reporting Regulations. In

the section ‘Greenweight (kilograms) as advised by LFR’, fishers are instructed to enter N/A for
additional landed states. ’

7. (ii) The sole or principal landed state code or additional landed state code specified on the
inside cover of CLR books that best describes the state of the fish when landed;

8. (i) - For sole or principal landed state, the weight in kilograms greenweight (or meat-weight
where appropriate) of the fish or fish product landed to a LFR. For additional landed states
enter N/A.

Catch, Effort and Landing Return (CELR)
The Explanatory notes 15(b) and 16(a) in the CELR have been amended to reflect the fact that

fishers shall enter N/A for additional landed states in the column headed ‘Greenweight (kilograms)
as advised by LFR’ in the ‘Catch Landing Data’ section.

15(b) The sole or principal landed state code or additional landed state code specified on the
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16(a) For sole or principal landed states, the weight in kilograms greenweight (or meat-weight,
where appropriate) of the fish or fish products landed to a LFR. For additional landed

states enter N/A.

Please note that all other instructions remain the same.
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
