SOUTHERN SCALLOP FISHERY - WEEKLY REPORTING REQUIREMENT

To assist in the conservation and management of the Southern Scallop Fishery (SCA7), I require you,
pursuant to section 66(3) of the Fisheries Act 1983, to keep and furnish weekly returns in relation to
all scallops received by yourselves, in accordance with the specifications below.

This information is required so that the Ministry of Fisheries is in possession of timely catch data, in
order for the Marlborough Sounds to be closed when the maximum catch limit of 61 tonnes
(meatweight) is reached.

RETURN SPECIFICATIONS

1. A copy of the attached reporting form is to be completed and supplied weekly by facsimile to Paul
Creswell, Ministry of Fisheries, Nelson (FAX NUMBER (03) 546 9327).

2. The reporting form is to be received by Paul Creswell by noon each Monday, and is to cover the
reporting period just lapsed.

3. The first return shall cover all scallops received for the period beginning 0001 hours on
Wednesday, 28" August 1996, and ending at 2359 hours on Saturday, 31* August 1996. This
return is to be supplied by noon, Monday, 2™ September 1996.

4. The last return will cover the period beginning 0001 hours on Sunday, 15" December 1996, and
ending on 2359 hours on Friday, 20" December 1996, being the proposed last day of the season.

5. All other returns will cover the period beginning at 0001 hours on a Sunday and end at 2359 hours
on the following Saturday.
