REPORTING REQUIREMENTS FOR TUNA SPECIES ON CATCH EFFORT AND
LANDING RETURNS (CELRS)

We have noted, that in some cases, there has been confusion regarding the reporting of Tuna
species:

ALB Albacore Tuna

BIG Bigeye Tuna

BTU Butterfly Tuna

NTY Northern Bluefin Tuna
STN Southern Bluefin Tuna
YFN Yellowfin Tuna

SWO Broadbill Swordfish
caught using line methods:

HL Handlining

T Trolling

PL Pole and Line

BLL Bottom Longlining
DL Drop/Dahn Lines

TL Trot Lines

SLL Surface Longlining (note that this should be reported on a TLCER)

in the Catch Effort Data section of CELRS.

We would like to remind fishers that as per paragraph 14 of the CELR Explanatory Notes:
“for Tuna Species specified on templates for lining methods, enter the number of fish taken
instead of the weight of fish” under the estimated greenweight of each species recorded in the
Catch/Effort Data section of CELRs.

On behalf of the Ministry, after 1 July 2000, FishServe will be sending back incorrect
CELRS, for correction, to fishers who continue to report weight of Tuna instead of
number of Tuna in the Catch/Effort Data section.

(kg) box, i.e:

- where only tuna species have been caught, the Total Weight (kg) is the total estimated
greenweight of the tuna fish caught; !

- where tuna species and other species of fish have been caught, the Total Weight (kg)
is the combined estimated greenweight of tuna fish and other species of fish caught.
