COMPLETION OF TRAWL CATCH, EFFORT AND PROCESSING
RETURNS (TCEPRs)

The Ministry has noted that there has been a number of queries recently regarding
how TCEPRs should be completed with respect to fish which is taken but not
processed (wholefish).

Please note that you are required to complete TCEPRs in accordance with the
Fisheries (Reporting) Regulations 1990. There are explanatory notes supplied with
your TCEPR book to provide gnidance when completing your TCEPR, and in this
regard they state:

9.2 Processed State: Enter the state, as described in the current Fisheries
(Conversion Factor) Notice, or if applicable, certificate, issued under section
3A of the Fisheries Act 1983, that best describes the state of the fish after
processing. For fish abandoned or returned to the sea, enter “DIS”. For fish
taken but not processed, enter “GRE”.

Therefore please ensure that you include fish taken but not processed in the Daily
Processing Summary Section of your TCEPR.
