REPORTING REQUIREMENTS FOR LANDED STATES

The purpose of this letter is to inform you of new landed state codes to be used starting from the
beginning of the 2000-01 fishing year.

Pursuant to regulation 23 of the Fisheries (Reporting) Regulations 1990 you should record such fish
as follows:

Sole or Principal Landed State Corresponding Landed State Code
De-fat Fillets DFT
Minced, Skin-off Fillets MKF
Minced, headed and gutted MGU
Additional Landed State Corresponding Landed State Code
Minced by-product, SKF MBS
Minced by-product, HGU MBH

These changes result from the recent review of conversion factors carried out within the review of
sustainability measures and other management controls, and the subsequent gazettal of the Fisheries
(Conversion Factors) Notice 2000, which comes into effect on 1 October 2000. This Notice
introduces changes including:

a) a principal landed state of “de-fat fillets” (DFT) for hoki at a conversion factor of
3.00;

b) generic landed states of “minced, skin-off fillets” (MKF) and “minced, headed and
gutted” (MGU) for hoki and southern blue whiting, replacing the previous species
specific landed states;





[image: image2.jpg]c) a principal landed state of “skin-off trimmed fillets” (TSK) for hoki at a conversion
factor of 3.00.

These landed states are to be used on Trawl, Catch Effort Processing Returns (TCEPRs) Catch
Landing Returns (CLRs) and Catch, Effort and Landing Returns (CELRs) as from 1 October 2000.

Please note that the Ministry of Fisheries intends to promulgate these new codes in Parts IIT and
TIIA of the Schedule to the Fisheries (Reporting) Regulations 1990, to take effect in May or June of
2001.
