HEADED GUTTED AND FINNED - BROADBILL SWORDFISH

As some of you may be aware, on 1 October 1998 a conversion factor was introduced for
headed, gutted and finned Broadbill swordfish, being 1.4

As there is currently no landed state for headed, gutted and finned Broadbill swordfish
pursuant to regulation 23 of the Fisheries (Reporting) Regulations 1990, you should use a
landed state code of ‘HGF” when recording Broadbill swordfish as being landed as headed,
gutted and finned.

For the purposes of the above code, headed, gutted and finned is defined as, in addition to
gutted, the state in which-

(a)The head and that portion of the body immediately forward of the pectoral fins
have been removed; and

(b) The gills have been removed; and

(c) The tail has been removed at a point at or behind the caudal notch; and

(d) The pectoral, dorsal and anal fins have been removed.
