1990. These Explanatory Notes are to assist you and provide guidance in the completion of CLRs. For the purpose of
ompleting a CLR the following definitions shall apply:
“Destination” means the place at which-
() Fish or fish product is landed; or
(b) Fish or fish product is held at the time of landing;
Fisher identification number” means—
(a) In the case of a person who holds individual transferable quota or other quota to which Part Ila of the Act
applies, the quota registration number allocated to that person by the Ministry;
(b) In the case of any other person who holds a permit, the client number or registration number allocated to that
person by the Minist
“Fishing trip”, or “trip”, means any period during which fish are taken from or transferred aboard a vessel, which period—
(a) Commences when the vessel—
() Leaves any place at which that vessel is moored or berthed or launched; or
(i) Enters the exclusive economic zone through its seaward boundary; and
(b) Ends when the vessel—
() Retums from sea to a place at which the permit holder using the vessel is permitted to land fish and any
fish are removed from the vessel, or the vessel with fish on board is removed from the water; or
(i) Having been granted permission pursuant to section 101 of the Act, leaves the exclusive economic zone
by its seaward boundary;
“Landed state” means the state of fish or fish product when it is landed, having regard to the degree or amount of
processing that has occurred o the fish since it was taken:
“Landing” means—
(2) The removal or discharge of fish from any vessel (otherwise than to holding pots at sea); or
(b) The removal of any vessel containing fish from New Zealand fisheries waters for the purpose of moving the
vessel to any place in New Zealand; or
(c) The removal of any vessel containing fish from New Zealand fisheries waters pursuant to an approval granted
under section 101 of the Act-
and a landing shall also be deemed to occur from a vessel-
(a) When the vessel ceases 1o be registered or is re-registered under the Act, for whatever reason and by
whatever mechanism; or
(b) Where fish are held on board the vessel at the close of the 30th day of September in any year, if the vessel is
operated by or on behalf of any person who, during the fishing year ending on that day, has held 100 tonnes
or more of quota pursuant to Part lla of the Act, and “landed” and “land” have corresponding meanings.
“Licensed fish receiver”, or “LFR”, means a person who is the holder of a fish receiver's licence or a certificate of
recognition pursuant to the Fisheries (Licensed Fish Receivers) Regulations 1986;
“Licensed fish receiver number”, or “LFR number”, in relation to any licensed fish receiver, means the identitying
number allocated to that licenced fish receiver by the Ministry;
“Permit” means a fishing permit issued under section 63 of the Act or a special permit issued under section 64 of the

Act;
“Permit holder” means a person who currently holds a permit;
“Point of landing” in relation 1o fish taken by use of a vessel means~

(@) A place where fish may be landed from the vessel or where the vessel, containing fish, may be removed from
New Zealand fisheries waters pursuant to the conditions of a permit issued in accordance with section 63 or
section 64 of the Act, being a place that is described on the permit issued to the person using the vessel to
take fish for sale;

(b) A place where fish is transferred from a vessel to another vessel that is a New Zealand fishing vessel or a
foreign fishing craft (which point of landing shall, where appropriate, be referred to and entered on a retum as
“Transfer at Sea”);

(€) Aplace where a vessel leaves the exclusive economic zone of New Zealand by passing through the seaward
boundary of that zone (which point of landing shall, where appropriate, be referred to and entered on a return
as “Out of Zone");

(@) The place at which a vessel that has fish on board is situated at the close of the 30th day of September in any
year, where the vessel is being operated by or on behalf of a permit holder who, during the fishing year ending
on that day, has held 100 tonnes or more of quota pursuant to Part lla of the Act (which point of landing shall,
where appropriate, be referred to and entered on a return as “End of Year”);

The situation where—

The registration of a vessel is cancelled; or

Avessel s re-registered; or

(i) There is a change in the permit holder who operates the vessel;—

which points of landing shall, where appropriate, be referred to and entered on a retum as, respectively,
“Regstration cancelled”, “Vessel re-registered”, or “New permit holder”.

CATCH LANDING RETURN (CLR) EXPLANATORY NOTES

“Vessel name”, in relation to a vessel, means the name of the vessel as entered on its certficate of registry o licence, as

the case may require;

“Vessel registration number” means—

(@) I the case of a New Zealand fishing vessel, the registration number specified in the certficate of registry of that
vessel;
(b) In the case of a foreign fishing craft, the intemational radio call sign of that cratt.

Completing the Catch Landing Return

1. Enter the date in applicable time when the fishing trip commences and ends in the columns headed “First day of trip”
and “Last day of trip” respectively, located in the top left hand comer of the page.

LB, Al dates on this Retum are to be entered as the day, month and year (e.g. 8 September, 1990 would be written

as 08/09/90)

2. Enter the date at which fish are landed or the date at which a landing commences in the column headed “Landing
date”.

3. Enter the vessel registration number of your vessel in the space marked “Vessel registration number” and the name
of your vessel in the space below the box marked “Vessel name" (your vessel) on each page of the return

4. If you pair trawl with another vessel, enter the vessel registration number of the vessel with which your vessel pair
trawled in the space below the box marked “Vessel registration number of other vessel (if pair fishing)”.

5. Enter one of options (a) 1o (&) contained in the above definition of point of landing, in the column headed “Point of
Landing”.

6. Where you require more than one page to complete your retun, fill out the boxes in the top right corer of each page
of the return in the following way if two pages are required then the first page should state Page 1 of 2 and the second
Page 2 of 2

7. Enter for each landing the amount of fish or fish product on board or discharged from your vessel by completing the
first eight (8) columns provided under the section of the CLR entitied “Catch Landing Date”, and by completing a new
line whenever any of the items to be reported in each of the columns differs. Under the relevant heading in these eight
columns, enter:

i) the appropriate fishstock code specified in Table 1 in Part | of the Second Schedule o the Fisheries
(Reporting) Regulations 1990 in respect of the species or class of fish taken and the area in which the fish
were taken;

i) the landed state code specified on the inside cover of books of CLRs that best describes the state of the
fish when landed;

iij)  the number of containers of fish removed from the vessel, or in the case of the vessel being removed from
the water with fish on board, the number of containers of fish on board the vessel;

iv) the container type code specified on the inside cover of books of CLRs that best describes the type of
container in which the fish is landed;

V) the weight of fish in kilograms contained in each container, which is to be shown s the container content
weight;

Vi) for species or classes of fish managed under the quota management system, the quota registration number
of the holder of individual transferable quota or transferable term quota under the authority of which such
species or classes of fish were taken;

vii) - the destination code specified on the inside cover of the books of CLRs that best describes the manner in
which fish is held or disposed at the time of landing;

Vi) if the destination code is “L” or “C”, then the licensed fish receiver to whom the fish are sold or disposed
or, if the destination code is “T, then the vessel registration number of the vessel o foreign fishing craft to
whom the fish is transferred;

8. For each line of Catch Landing Data that has been completed, enter

(i) the weight i kilograms greenweight (or meat weight where appropriate) of the fish o fish product landed to
aLFR, and

(i) the number of the purchase tax invoice (or equivalent documentation) used by the LFR to advise the
greenweight (or meat weight) of fish or fish products—

in the last two dark blue shaded columns on the Return under the appropriate heading

9. Enter the Fisher Identfication Number of the hoider of the permit under whose authority the vessel is taking fish for
sale in the space beneath the heading “Permit Holder FIN Number"; and the name of the holder of the permit beneath
the heading “Permit Holder's Name"”.

10. o finally complete the retur, the person completing the retur shall sign and date the retum under the headings
“Signature of Master” and “Date Signed”, respectively.

1. To complete a nil retum where no fishing trip has been made in a calender month enter the details required in notes
3,9 and 10 above; enter the month and year in the column headed “Landing Date”; and enter “Nil” in the Catch
Landing Data section under the heading “Greenweight”.

“These explanatory notes are provided o explain terms used on the Catch Landing Return and 1o elaborate on the manner in which
the CLR s to be completed. Persons completing CLRs should familarise themselves with the provisions of the Fisheries
(Reporting) Regulations 1990 and consult a Registrar of Fisheries should any further clarification be required of the manner in
which CLRS are to be completed.
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
