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You must fill in a CELR in accordance with the Fisheries [Reporting) Regulations 2001. It is very important
that you read and understand those Regulations because they teil you all of the legal requirements for
you to fill in the CELR form, Not alt of those requirements are written here.

It is also possible that the Fisheries (Reporting] Regulations 2001 may have changed since these notes were
printed. {f there are differences you must follow the regulations. If in doubt you should contact FishServe
or seek legai advice.

The penalties for failing to fill in and provide an accurate CELR form to the Ministry of Fisheries are set out
in the Fisheries Act 1996 and the Fisheries (Reporting) Regulations 2001. These include fines of up to
$250,000.

1. The permit holder or the person authorised by the permit holder must il out the CELR form:

« At the end of every day - you must fill in the CatchfEffort Data section for that day. If you did
not fish on a day within a trip, then enter no data in this section for that day.

+ Immediately on landing - you must fill in the Catch Landing Data section as soon as you land
any fish.

The CELR form and these notes often use the words “permit holder”. “Permit” means a fishing permit
issued under section 91 [or section 97] of the Fisheries Act 1996. “Permit holder” means a person who
currently holds a Permit.

2. The CELR form and these notes often use the words “you™ and “your”. “You" and “your" mean you, the
permit holder, and any person fishing on your behalf.

3. Note on the term “landing” - A simplified definition of the term “fanding” is that it is what you dig
with the fish after you had taken it. The most common type of landing is supplying fish to an LFR, but
there are many other types of landings including:

+ storing fish in a holding receptacle {for example - a holding pot ot seo, or a holding tank, or
freezer or chiller on fgnd)

+ discarding fish

* transhipping fish to another vessel.

Fish that you store (in a holding receptacle), retain on board, or tranship, befare supplying to an LFR

may be "landed” more than once.

Example 1 - if you store fish in a freezer on fond and then supply it to an LFR at o later date the fish
is landed once when it is put in the freezer and ogoin when it is supplied to the LFR.

Exomple 2 - If you tranship fish to another vessel ond thot vessef then supplies the fish to an LFR the
fish is londed once when it is tronshipped ond agoin when it is londed.

Fish that is “landed” more than once must be reported on a different CELR each time that it is landed.
For exomple - if o fisher called John Smith:

* on the 1" of August 2002 begins o fishing trip that ends on the 3™ of August 2002; and

= on the 3" of August 2002 unfoads the fish that he caught on this trip and stares it in a freezer
on land [without supplying that fish to an LFR}; end

* on the 5" of August 2002 takes that fish out of the freezer and supplies it to an LFR.

Then John woutd fill in:

+ one CELR form that had a trip stort date of 01/08/02 and a trip end date of 03/08/02 and o
fonding date of 03/08/02 ond in the "Catch Londing Data” section the destination type {of the
fish thot had been put in the freezer) would be *0%; and

* gnother CELR form that hod o trip stort dote of *05/08/02" and o trip end date of "05/08/02"

and a fonding date of “05/08/02" and in the “Catch Landing Dato” section the destination type [of
the fish that was being suppfied to the LFR] would be "1”

4. Note on the term "Point of landing”. This means:
* the place where you fanded fish (as described in your permit), or
* the place where you removed the vessel from NZ fisheries waters with fish on board.
You wiil also need to write other things in the “Point of fanding” box if:
* you hold fish on board at the end of the 30™ of September (if you have held 100 tonnes or more
of ACE during that year] - write “End of Year"
* the registration is cancelled - write "Registration canceited”
« the vesse! is re-registered - write "Vessel re-registered”
+ the permit holder operating the vesse! changes - write "New permit holder”.
Mote on Nil returns: If no fishing trip has been made in 2 whole calendar month {for example: July},
then you must provide a nil return for that month by filling in the CELR form like this:
* In the top section, called "Trip Data", fill in ¢only:
- the month and year under the heading “Landian date” ffor exomple: for July 2002 write
© fo7f027), and
~ the vessel registration number (if you do not have a vessel write "NONE”), and
- the vessel name (if you do not have a vessel leave this blank)
* In the section called “Catch Landing Data” write “Nil* in the box under the heading “Greenweight
{kilograms)”
* At the bottom of the page:
— fill in the Permit holder's name and client number, and
- sign and date the form
Leave the other boxes blank.
Trip Data

Filf in all the boxes in the top section, called “Trip Data™

1.

First day of trip: Write the date of the first day of the trip as dayfmonthfyear {for example for the
18" August 2002 write "18/08/02*). A trip begins when a vessel leaves the place where it was berthed
or faunched [or when it enters the EEZ). If no vessel is being used then a trip begins when the permit
holder begins to take fish. If you did not fish and you are simply landing fish that was in storage from
a previous trip (see example above}, then write the date of the landing in this space.

Last day of trip: Write the date of the last day of the trip as dayfmonthfvear {for example:19/08/02).
A trip ends when a vessel returns to a landing place and fish is removed (or when it leaves the EEZ). If
no vessel is being used then a trip ends when the permit holder returns to a point of landing. If you
did not fish and you are simply landing fish that was in storage from a previous trip (see example above}
then write the date of the landing in this space.
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write the date when it began. See notes above for an explanation of what a landing is.

4, Vessel registration number: Write the vessel's registration number. For a N.Z fishing vessel this is the
registration number on its certificate of registration. For a foreign fishing vessel this is the vessel's
international call sign. If no vessel was used then write "NONE".

5. Vessel name: Write the vessel’s name as given on its certificate of registration or licence. If no vessel
was used then leave this blank.

6. Vessel registration number of other vessel {if pair fishing}: If you fished with another vessel using a
pair fishing method {for exomple BPT or MPT) then write the vessel registration number of the other
vessel in the pair. Otherwise leave this blank.

7. Point of landing: Write the place you landed fish {for exomple Napier whorf] or the point of landing
as explained above.

8. Page of: If you use more than one page to complete your return for one trip, show which page is which
{for example if 3 pages are used, the first page should read Page 1 of 3, the second poge should reod
Poge 2 of 3, the third poge should read Page 3 of 3).

Catch/Effort Data

Before the end of each day of fishing you must fill out this section for that day. Fifl in a separate line for:
» each statistical area that you fished in; and

* each different fishing method that you used; and any

« change in fishing effort {for example a set net with a different mesh size}; and

* each different target species.

{for exomple, if you did

* - bottom trawiing in statisticol areg 011, then did

*  mid-woter trawling in stotisticol grea 011 then did

*  mid-water trawling in statisticol area 012

then you would need 3 lines to describe this day's fishing}.

Make sure that you use the correct fishing method template to fill in the Catch/Effort Data. There are
seven coloured cardboard temptates available for use with the CELR form book. You must use the
template labeiled with the fishing method that you are using. If you do not have the correct template,
then replacements are available from FishServe.

1. Day and Month: Write the day and the month of the date you fished {for exomple if you fished on the
18" of August then write: 18/08). Use a line for each day.

2. Method Code: Write the method code that best describes how you were catching fish [see Part 8 of
Scheduie 3 of the Regulations). Use a new line for each fishing method you use,

3. Position: Write either:

a} The latitude and longitude in degrees and minutes of the position where you started fishing; or

b} The statistical area code that best describes the location that you fished in and that is correct for
the species of fish that you were targeting. Use a new line for each different statistical area. Nate
that two of the most common mistakes that people make when writing statistical areas are:

* writing "Quota Management Area” or “Fisheries Management Area” codes instead of statistical
area codes. These are not the same. Make sure that the map you are looking at has the words
“Statistical Areas" in the title.

= writing the statistical area for the wrong target species (for example - writing o rock lobster
stotistical oreo when you were targeting e finfish species). Make sure you have the right statistical
area map for the species that you were targeting. Most species use the "General Statistical Areas”
{see Map 9}, but when targeting rock lobsters use Map 6, when targeting scallops use Map 1,
2,3, 4 or 10 and when targeting dredge oysters use Map 3, 4 or 5. Contact Fishserve for copies
of these maps.

4, Effort data: Using the appropriate template for the fishing method, write in the information describing
your fishing effort. Any effort column where the template does not give an instruction should be feft
blank. For example, if vou ore using o handgathering method you should use the green templote and
enter the total time spent gathering (for exomple 1 hour and 30 minutes] in the column headed “time”
and the number of people gathering (for example 2} in the column headed "A7 In this example columns
B, Cand D shouid be feft blank. Make sure that you put the information in the correct columns and
use the right units. (There is a full list of what effort data is required in Schedule 2 of the Reguiations.)

5. Target species: Write the three-letter species code (see Part 2 of Schedule 3 of the Regulations) of the
main species you were trying to catch {for example if you were mainly trying to catch snapper, then
write “SNA* for snapper} in the top half of the bex. The target species is the species that you were trying
to catch, which may not be the species you caught most of. Use a new line for each target species.

6. Total {kg): Write the total of the catch in the bottom half of the box below the Target species code.
This should be the total of the catch of ail the species [not just the top five species] in the appropriate
units for each species. This may mean adding a greenweight to a number or to 3 meatweight.

For example: if you took 100kg of school shark and 10 individun! yelfowfin tuna then you would add
these numbers together to get o Totof of 110,

7. Species code and Weight (kg): Write the three letter species code and your estimate of the catch of
the five species you caught most of. Remember to fill in a column for the target species if it was ong
M}Ej_gm:s;s_m_gaugm_mﬂ_o_f Note:

list the species in order of weight {heaviest first)

* in the top half of the box write the species code [see "Species Codes” in Part 2 of Schedule 3 of the
Reguiations)

* in the bottom half of the box write the greenweight (in kilograms), except for

o scallops SCA - write the meat weight {the weight of scaltop left when the shell, skirt and qut
has been removed),

o Foveaux Strait dredge oysters ~ write the number taken; and

o most tuna species ALB, STN, NTU, YFN, BIG, BTU, SWC, TOR - write the number taken, not the
weight.
*  Fish that are below the minimum legal size and are returned alive to the sea, should not be included
anywhere on a CELR form.

For exomple, if you took 100kg of hoki fyour target species), 20kg of fing, 20kg of hake, 10kg of javelin
fish, 50kg of different kinds of rattoils and 5kg of silver warehou you should write:
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Motice that the total weight is more thon the sum of the five species listed, because it includes the Skg
of silver warehou {which was not in the first five species in order of weight so is not reported here].

Three common mistakes are:

* Not reporting the catch of the target species

* Reporting the catch of the target species when it was not one of the first five species in order of weight
* Reporting more than five species

Catch Landing Data

Fill in the Catch Landing Data immediately on landing. Note that you might land more than once per day.
For fish landed to an LFR fill in the last two columns as soon as you get the necessary information from
the LFR.

Fill in 2 new line whenever any of the information to be reported in any of the columns in this section
changes (for example: when there is a different fish stock code, londed state code, type of container etc).
If you use more than one CELR for 2 fishing trip - do not repeat the same Catch Landing Data on the
extra pages.

Filt in the Catch Landing Data boxes fike this:

1. Fishstock: Write the appropriate Fishstock code (see Parts 1 and 2 of the Regulations). A fishstack code
is made up of a species code and a quota management area or a fisheries management area. Write the
species code for the fish that you are landing. Then write the quota management area, [or fisheries
management area) that the fish was taken in. Note that quota or fisheries management areas are not
the same as statistical areas. For exomple, the fishstock code for snapper caught in stotisticof area 071
would be SNA 2. Make sure that you are looking at the right map. All of the maps are available from
FishServe.

2. landed state: Write the landed state code that best describes the state of the fish when landed
{for example, GRE for unprocessed or HGU for heoded ond gutted] (see *Landed State codes” in Part 3
and Part 4 of Schedule 3 of the Regulations).

3. Containers:
*  Number: Write the number of containers of a particular container type and content weight.

+  Type: Write the container type code that best describes the type of container the fish was in
(see “Container type codes” in Part 5 of Schedule 3 of the Reguiations)

+ Content Weight: Write the weight of fish in kilograms contained in each container.
1. Destination: Fill in:

+  Type: Write the destination type code that best describes what happened to the fish [see "Destination
Type Codes” in Part 6 of Schedule 3 of the Regulations}

* LFR no. or vessel reg no: You only filt in this column when the destination code is:
- L - write the client number of the Licensed Fish Receiver that received the fish
- T - write the registration number of the vesset that the fish was transferred to.

2. Greenweight (kilograms):

* For fish landed to an LFR in a principal landed state, write the weighed greenweight [in kilograms)
as soon as you get this information from the LFR

= For principal landed states of fish nat landed to an LFR, enter the best available estimate of the
greenweight in kilograms {for exomple if you discord about 100kg of rattails, write 100kg)}

*  For fish landed as an additional landed state write a greenweight of NfA

* Fish that are below the minimum legal size and are returned alive to the sea, should not be included
anywhere on a CELR form.

3. Purchase Tax Invoice number from LFR: For fish landed to an LFR, write the number of the purchase
tax invoice {or equivalent document) used by the LFR to tell you the greenweight of fish you supplied.
Write this as soon as you receive this information from the LFR. For fish not landed to an LFR leave
this blank.

Permit holder details and signature
1. Permit holder's name - Write the name of the permit holder.

2. Permit holder's client no. - Write the client number given to the permit holder by the Ministry of
Fisheries.

3. Signature of master or permit hofder - The permit holder or the person authorised by the permit
holder must sign here.

4, Date signed - The person who signed this form must write the date that they signed it here. Write the
date as day { month / year.

Notes about the collection of CELR information

1. Information on CELR forms is being collected for reasons refating to:
1.1 the conservation and management of fisheries and fisheries resources; and
1.2 the administration and enforcement of the Fisheries Act 1996 and the Territorial Sea, Contiguous
Zone, and Exclusive Ecenomic Zone Act 1977, and the regulations made under these Acts.

The agency that will collect and hold this information is called FishServe (see address below).
This information is then sent to the Ministry of Fisheries.

Some personal information is being collected.

Under Principles 6 and 7 of the Privacy Act 1993 you have the right to access and correct any personal
infarmation that has been provided.

You must make sure that your CELR forms arrive at FishServe by the 15" day of the month after the
fishing occurred. For example - the CELR forms that you fill aut to record the fishing that you did in
July 2002, must get to FishServe by the 15™ August 2002.
