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EXPLANATORY NOTES march 2001

High Seas Catch Effort & Landing Returns shall be completed in accordance with
the requirements of your high seas fishing permit. These explanatory notes are to
assist you in completing the returns. If after studying your permit, the Fisheries
(Reporting} Regulations, and these notes, you are unsure of how to complete the
returns, please ring the FishServe help line (NZ 0800-788-228 or NZ 04-460-4674).
For the purpose of completing a HS-CELR, the following definitions shall apply:

"Fishing trip”, or "trip" means the movement of a vessel from a port and its return to
that port or another port, whether the port is in New Zealand or elsewhere, for the
purpose of taking fish, aquatic life, or seaweed pursuant to a high seas fishing permit:

"Permit" means a high seas fishing permit issued under section 113H of the Fisheries
Act 1996.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR COMPLETING A HIGH SEAS CATCH EFFORT & LANDING RETURN

The HS-CELR must be completed in English.

1. First day of trip: Enter the date of the first day of the trip for which the
return applies. The date should be entered relative to Co-ordinated Universal
Time (this used to be known as Greenwich Mean Time) in day, month, year
format (eg 28 January 2002 would be entered as 28/01/02).

2. last day of trip: Enter the date of the last day of the trip for which the return
applies. The date should be entered relative to Co-ordinated Universal Time
in day, month, year format.

3. Landing date: This section only needs to be completed if landing fish within
the New Zealand EEZ. Enter the date of the day of landing of fish, aquatic life
or seaweed. The date should be entered relative to Co-ordinated Universal
Time in day, month, year format.

4. Vessel registration number: Enter your fishing vessel registration number. This is
the registration number specified on the vessel's New Zealand Certificate of Registry.

5. Vessel name: Enter your vessel's name. This is the name of the vessel as
specified on its Certificate of Registry or Licence.

[image: image2.png]6. Vessel registration number of other vessel (if pair fishing): If your vessel
was pair fishing with another vessel, then enter the fishing vessel registration
number of the vessel with which your vessel pair fished.

7. Point of landing: This section only needs to be completed if landing fish
within the New Zealand EEZ. Enter the location where the fish was landed.

8. Page of: If you need more than one page to record this trip, indicate which
page, of the total, this page is. For example - if 3 pages were used to record
a trip, page 1 should read Page 1 of 3, page 2 should read Page 2 of 3, page
3 should read Page 3 of 3. Enter all of the relevant details and date and sign
each page, but do not duplicate the same Catch Landing Data on each page.

Catch/Effort Data

Complete at the end of each day of a trip that section of the return headed
"Catch/Effort Data" using as many lines as are necessary to describe all of the
fishing activity that your vessel undertook that day.

If in the process of fishing during any day your vessel:

- used a different fishing method; or

- targeted a different species; -

then you must fill in a new line in the Catch/Effort Data section to record such a
change in fishing activity.

9. Day and Month: Enter the date of the day on which the fishing occurred. The

~ date should be entered relative to Co-ordinated Universal Time in day and
month format (eg 28 January 2002 would be entered as 28/01).

10. Method Code: Enter the method code specified in the Fisheries (Reporting)
Regulations which best describes the fishing method used.

11. Position: Enter the latitude and longitude of your vessel’s position when that
fishing method was first used to target that species on that day.

12. Effort data: Using the template appropriate to that fishing method, enter the
information required to describe your vessel's fishing effort. Any columns not
specified in the appropriate template should be left blank. For a full description
of effort data requirements refer to the Fisheries (Reporting) Regulations.

13. Target species: Enter the most appropriate MFish species cade to describe the
main species or class of fish which your vessel was being used to take.

14. Total (kg): Enter an estimate of the total catch of fish taken.

Note - for both "Total (kg)" and "Species code/Weight (kg)" - if your vessel was
pair fishing, then enter only the weight of fish taken aboard your vessel.

15. Species code/Weight (kg): For each of the five species that were taken in the
heaviest amounts (regardless of whether they were targeted or not) enter:
15.1. in the upper box - the most appropriate MFish species code; and
15.2. in the lower box - an estimate in kilograms {except for in the case noted
below) of the catch of that species.

Note - if fishing using a lining method then for the tuna species {specified on the
lining template) enter the number of fish taken instead of the weight of fish.

Catch Landing Data

This section only needs to be completed if landing fish within the New Zealand FEZ.
Complete the section of the return headed "Catch Landing Data" immediately on landing,
except that, when landing fish to an LFR the last two columns must be completed
immediately upon receipt of the necessary information from the licensed fish receiver.

Note - "Landing" is not only supplying fish to an LFR. For a list of examples of
types of landings see the destination codes in the Fisheries (Reporting) Regulations.

For each landing, record the details of the fish or fish product discharged from (or
retained on board) your vessel. Complete a new line whenever any of the items
required to be reported in any of the columns differs.

16. Fishstock: Enter the appropriate MFish species code followed by the area code.
Use the area code "ET" (for example - for orange roughy enter "ORHET") unless
otherwise specified. An area-specific or species-specific authorisation or
approval may require you to use a different area code when taking fish
pursuant to that authorisation or approval. For example - authorisations under
the Fisheries {South Tasman Rise Orange Roughy Fishery) Regulations 2000
require holders to use the area code "STR" after the species code.

17. Landed state: Enter the landed state code specified in the Fisheries (Reporting)
Regulations that best describes the state of the fish when landed.

18. Container/Number: Enter the number of containers that the fish were held
in when landed.

19. Container/Type: Enter the container type code specified in the Fisheries (Reporting)
Regulations that best describes the type of container in which the fish were landed.
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Content weight: Enter the weight (in kilograms) of the contents of the
containers of the fish landed, on the basis that each container was full.

Example of container details - if fish was landed in four bins with three
of the bins containing approximately 25kg of fish each, and the fourth
bin containing approximately 9kg of fish, you would report:

Note - On a HS-CELR you do not need to provide any QRN details.

Destination/Type: Enter the destination code specified in the Fisheries
(Reporting) Regulations that best describes the manner in which the fish was
disposed of (or retained) at the time of landing.

Destination/LFR no. or vessel reg no.: If the destination code is L or C, then
enter the Licensed Fish Receiver number (or Licensed Fish Receiver Client
number} of the licensed fish receiver to whom the fish was disposed. If the
destination code is T, then enter the vessel registration number of the vessel
to which the fish was transferred.

Greenweight (kilograms): For each line of Catch Landing Data that any

information has been entered into:

23.1.For sole or principal landed states, that were disposed of to an LFR or to
the Crown, enter the greenweight (in kilograms) of the fish or fish products
landed, once you receive this information from the LFR or the Crown;

23.2.For sole or principal landed states, that were not disposed of to an LFR and not
disposed of to the Crown, enter the best available estimate of the
greenweight (in kilograms) of the fish or fish products landed. For example
— you must report an estimate of the weight of any fish discarded in a green state;

- 233 For additional landed states enter N/A.

Purchase Tax Invoice number from LFR: For each line of Catch Landing Data

that any information has been entered into:

24.1.For fish or fish products that were disposed of to an IFR or to the Crown,
enter the purchase tax invoice number, once you receive this information
from the LFR or the Crown;

242. For fish or fish products that were not disposed of to an LFR and not
dispased of to the Crown, enter N/A.

Permit Holder FIN or Client number: Enter the FIN or Client number of the
holder of the high seas permit under whose authority the vessel was fishing.

Permit holder's name: Enter the name (initials and surname, or company
name) of the holder of the high seas permit under whose authority the vessel
was fishing.

Signature of master or permit holder: Either the master of the vessel, or the
holder of the high seas permit under whose authority the vessel was fishing,
must sign the return.

Date Signed: Enter the date relative to Co-ordinated Universal Time on which
the return was signed.

~ Instructions regarding species codes:

Use only the MFish approved three letter species code that best describes the
species;

Lists of MFish approved species codes are available from the MFish website
(wwwifish.govt.nz) or the FishServe help line {NZ 0800-788-228 or NZ 04-460-4674);

Where no appropriate MFish approved species code is present, you must:

* record the species as "UNX" (unidentified); and

+ establish the correct scientific name for the species; and

« report this scientific name, along with any other relevant details, to the
Research Data Manager at MFish (PO Box 862, Wellington} so that a new
species code can be created.

These explanatory notes are provided to explain terms used on the High Seas Catch
Effort & Landing Return, and to elaborate on the manner in which the HS-CELR
is to be completed. Persons completing HS-CELRs should familiarise themselves
with the reporting provisions of their high seas fishing permit and the Fisheries
(Reporting) Regulations.
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
