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EXPLANATORY NOTES (October 2001)

1. You, the permit holder, must fill out a PCELR form if:
+  you dive for paua; or if
» someone else dives for paua on your behalf.

2. The PCELR form is only for recording diving for paua, and
the landings of paua taken while diving. Do not use the
PCELR form for any other type of fishing.

3. It is against the law to fail to fill in a PCELR in accordance
with the Fisheries (Reporting) Regulations 2001. It is very
important that you read and understand those Regulations
because they tell you all of the legal requirements for you
to fill in the PCELR form. Not all of those requirements
are written here.

4. These notes have been made as simple as possible. This may
cause slight differences in meaning (or content) between
these notes and the Fisheries (Reporting) Regulations 2001.
It is also possible that those Regulations may have changed
since these notes were printed. If there are differences, you
must follow the Regulations.

5. The penalties for failing to fill in and provide an accurate
PCELR form to the Ministry of Fisheries are set out in the
Fisheries Act 1996 and the Fisheries (Reporting) Regulations
2001. These include fines of up to $250,000.

6. The PCELR form and these notes often use the words
“permit holder”. “Permit holder” means a person who holds
a current fishing (or special) permit issued under section
91 (or 97) of the Fisheries Act 1996.

7. The PCELR form and these notes often use the words “you”
and “your”. “You" and “your” mean you, the permit holder,
and any person diving on your behalf,

8. You must fill out a separate PCELR form for each vessel.

9. If during a day, other permit holders use the same vessel as
you, each permit holder must fill out their own separate
PCELR form. In this case you must report your share of the
catch, diving effort, and landings.

10. You must fill in a PCELR form for each day in which you:
+  dived for paua; or
* landed paua taken while diving.

11. If you do not dive for paua or land any paua in any calendar
month, you must fill in a nil PCELR form for that month.

Section 1 - Is this a NIL return for a month?

1. If this is a nil return for an entire calendar month then:

+  you must fill out this section at the end of each
month; and

» mark an "X" in the “Yes” circle; and

»  write the month and the year that the nil return is
for. Note - this might not be the same month, as the
month that the return was signed; and

+  skip sections 2, and 3, and 4, but fill in section 5.

2. Ilyou are filling in a PCELR form to record diving, or landings,
or both, then:

«  you must fill out this section at the start of each day’s
diving and before you land any paua; and

+ mark an “X" in the “No” circle; and

s write the date on which the diving or landing occurred
as day / month / year. For example - you should write
the 23 July 2002 like this "23/07/2002", and

« fill in all other parts of the PCELR form.

Section 2 - Paua quota management area dived

1.

Fill in this section at the start of each day's diving and before
you land any paua.

Write the paua quota management area that you dived in
(for example - “PAU4" if you were diving near the Chatham
Islands). A map of paua quota management areas is printed
on the front cover of this book.

Paua quota management areas are not the same as paua
statistical areas. Paua statistical areas have a number between
11 and 999. Quota management areas have a number between
1 and 10 (sometimes with a letter).

If you dive in, or land paua from, more than one paua quota
management area in a day, then you must fill in a separate
PCELR form for each of the paua quota management areas
that you took paua from. For example -

4.1 if you dived for paua on both sides of Cook Strait in
a single day, then you must fill in a PCELR form for
area PAUZ and another for area PAU7; and

- 4.2 if you dived for paua in area PAUZ, and on the same

day landed to an LFR retained paua that had been taken
in area PAU7, then you must fill in a PCELR form for
area PAUZ and another one for area PAU7.

Section 3 — Diving details

1.

2.

Fill in Section 3 immediately at the end of each day’s diving,

Fill in a separate line for each diver. If a diver fished in more
than one paua statistical area during a day, you must fill in
a new line for each diver and each paua statistical area that
they dived in,

You must only record one day’s diving (from midnight to
midnight) on a single PCELR form.

If there is not enough room to record all of your diving
activity for a single day on one PCELR form, then use extra
PCELR forms to record the rest of that day's diving, But do
not repeat the same landing (Section 4) information again
on the extra form(s).

If you land paua without having dived for paua on the same
day (for example - you landed paua that you had previously
retained), then leave Section 3 blank.

Name of diver - Write the 1* letter of the diver's first name,
followed by the 1% four letters of the diver’s surname (last name).

Paua statistical area — Write the paua statistical area that you
dived in. Note - Paua statistical areas are not the same as paua
quota management areas.





[image: image2.png]Time spent in water ~ Write the time that the diver spent in the
water in that statistical area. Record this time as "hours : minutes”
For example - if a diver spent one hour and twenty minutes in
the water then write “1:207

Estimate of catch of blackfoot paua — Write your estimate of
how many kilograms of blackfoot paua the diver took from that
statistical area. You do not have to weigh any paua at this stage.

A note about weights ~ do not record fractions of a kilogram on
a PCELR form. You must round weights down to the next lower
whole kilogram (for example - record 17.6kg as “17.0kg"). Record
weights of less than 1kg as “0.0kg".

A note about paua of less than the legal size — do not record on
a PCELR form any paua taken that was both less than the legal
size and was returned to the sea alive.

Estimate of catch of yellowfoot paua - Write your estimate of
how many kilograms of yellowfoot paua the diver took from
that statistical area.

Diving conditions - Write the single letter code (see Table 1)
that best describes the diving conditions in that statistical area
on that day.

Example of diving details - if during a day two divers name John
Smith and Bob Wilson collected paua from a vessel called the
Southern Star and -

»  John Smith dived in paua statistical area 50 for two hours
(in good diving conditiens) and took about 55kg of
blackfoot paua from this area; and

« John Smith also spent three hours diving in paua statistical
area 51 (in average diving conditions) and took about
70kg of blackfoot pava from this area; and

»  Bob Wilson dived in paua statistical area 50 for four and
a half hours (in good diving conditions) and took about
90kg of blackfoot paua and about 3.5kg of yellowfoot
paua -

then you would fill in Section 3 of a PCELR form like this:

Section 4 - Landing details

1. Fill in Section 4 (except for the last two columns} as soon
as you land any paua. Fill in the last two columns as soon
as you get the necessary information from a Licensed Fish
Receiver (LFR).

2. Fillin a new line for each landing, and whenever any of
the information to be reported in any of the columns in
this section changes.

3. You must only record one day's landings (from midnight
to midnight) on a single PCELR form.

4. Section 4 must record the combined landings of all of the
divers on a single vessel. You do not need to split up landings
information by diver.

5. If there is not enough room to record all of your landings
for a single day on one PCELR form, then you must use
extra PCELR forms to record that day's landings. But do
not repeat the same diving (Section 3) information again
on the extra form(s).

6. If on a day that you dive for paua you do not land any paua,
then leave Section 4 blank.

Note on the term “landing” - the most common type of “landing”
is supplying paua to an LFR, but there are many other types of
landings in addition to this. These include:
» transhipping paua; and
s retaining paua in a holding receptacle (such as a freezer,

or chiller, or live holding tank on land).
A simplified definition of the term “landing” is that it is what
you did with the paua after you had taken it. It is possible for
the same paua to be reported as “landed” more than once (for
example - paua put in a holding tank and later supplied to
an IFR).

Estimate of greenweight — Write the best available estimate of
the total combined weight (in kilograms) of blackfoot and
yellowfoot paua that you landed. You are expected to weigh the
paua unless:

* you will be supplying it to an LFR straight away; or
+ it would be very difficult to do so.

Destination type - Write the destination type code (see
Table 2) that best describes what happened to the paua.

Containers / Number ~ Write the number of containers that the
paua were held in when landed. Report any container used even
if it was only partly full (for example - three full containers,
and one half full container, should be written as “4’).

Containers / Type ~ Write the container type code (see Table 3)
that best describes the containers in which the paua were landed.

Licensed Fish Receiver (LFR) client number - For paua landed
to an LFR write the Client Number of the LER that received the
paua. For paua transhipped to another vessel write the registration
number of the vessel that received the paua. Otherwise leave
this blank.

Greenweight when advised by the LFR - For paua landed to an
LER, write the weighed greenweight (in kilograms) of paua that
was landed. Do this as soon as you receive this information from
the LFR. For paua not landed to an LFR leave this blank.

Tax invoice number when advised by the LFR - For paua landed
to an LFR, write the number of the purchase tax invoice (or
equivalent document) used by the LFR to advise the greenweight
of paua supplied. Do this as soon as you receive this information
from the LER. For paua not landed to an LFR leave this blank.

Example of landing details - if at the end of a day’s diving the

Southern Star returned to shore and -

»  offloaded about 150kg of paua (in six bins) to an LFR
whose client number was “9710001°; and

= also offloaded 68kg of paua (in three bins) into a holding
tank on shore; and
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supplied to him was 153.4kg, and that the purchase tax
invoice number for this shipment was “1234" -

then you would fill in Section 4 of a PCELR form like this:

Note that you fill in the first five columns immediately on landing,
and the last two columns later once you have received the details
from the LFR.

Section 5 — Permit holder and vessel details
Complete this section before the end of each day.

Name of permit holder - Write the name of the permit holder.

Client number of permit holder — Write the client number given
to the permit holder by the Ministry of Fisheries.

Name of vessel - Write the name of the vesse! (as recorded on
its certificate of registration). If no vessel was used then leave
this blank.

Registration number of vessel — Write the vessel's registration
number (as recorded on its certificate of registration). If no vessel
was used then write “none”.

This return is one of - Write the number of PCELR forms used
to report this day's diving or landings. For example - if you
needed two PCELRs to record one day's diving activity then write
“2" on both returns.

Signature of permit holder or master - The permit holder, or
the master of the vessel used to take the paua, must sign here.

Date signed - The person who signed this PCELR form must
write the date that they signed it here. Write the dale as
day / month / year.

Notes about the collection of PCELR information

1. Information on PCELR forms is being collected for reasons

relating to:

1.1 the conservation and management of fisheries and
fisheries resources; and

1.2 the administration and enforcement of the Fisheries
Act 1996 and the Territorial Sea, Contiguous Zone, and
Exclusive Economic Zone Act 1977, and the regulations
made under these Acts.

2. The agency that will collect and hold this information
is called FishServe (see address below).

3. This information is sent to the Ministry of Fisheries.
4. Some personal information is being collected.

5. Under Principles 6 and 7 of the Privacy Act 1993 you have
the right to access and correct any personal information
that has been provided.

You must send your completed PCELR forms to FishServe.
Their postal address is: PO Box 297, Wellington, New Zealand.

You must make sure that your PCELR forms arrive at FishServe by
the 15" day of the month after the diving. For example - the
PCELR forms that you fill out to record the diving that you did
in July 2002, must get to FishServe by the 15" August 2002.

Very poor - Visibility was very poor for this area
and time of year, and there was a lot more swell Y
than usual for this area and time of year.
