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EXPLANATORY NOTES (October 2001)

You must filt in a SICER in accordance with the Fisheries (Reporting) Regulations
2001. It is very important that you read and understand those Regulations because
they tell you all of the legal requirements for you to fill in the SJCER form. Not all
of those requirements are written here,

It is also possible that the Fisheries (Reporting) Regulations 2001 may have changed
since these notes were printed. If there are differences you must follow the Regulations.
If in doubt you should contact FishServe or seek legal advice.

The penalties for failing to filf in and provide an accurate SICER form to the Ministry
of Fisheries are set out in the Fisheries Act 1996 and the Fisheries (Reporting) Regulations
2001. These include fines of up to $250,000.

For the purpose of completing a SICER the following definitions shall apply:

“Fishing trip" or “trip”, means any period during which squid are taken from, or
transferred, aboard a vessel, being a period that -

{a) commences when the vessel -
(i) leaves any place at which the vessel is meored or berthed or launched; or
(ii) enters the exclusive economic zone through its seaward boundary; and

{b) ends when the vessel -

(i) returns from sea to a place at which the permit holder using the vessel is
permitted to land fish and any fish is removed from the vessel or the vessel
with fish on board is removed from the water; or

(i) Having been granted permission pursuant tc section 110 of the Act, leaves the

~ exclusive economic zone by its seaward boundary.

“Permit" means a fishing permit issued under section 81 [or section 97) of the Fisheries
Act 1996:

"Permit holder” means a person who currently holds a permit.
Completing the Squid Jigging Catch, Effort Return

1. Enter your vessel registration number in the box headed "Vessel registration
number”. For a N.Z. fishing vessel this is the registration number on its certificate
of registration. For a foreign fishing vessel this is the vessel's internationat cal! sign.
Enter your vessel's name, i.e. the name of the vessel as entered on its certificate of
registration or licence, in the box headed "Vessel name®.

Fishing Operaticn

2. Enter the date as at 01:00 hours relative to New Zealand Standard Time (NZST} or
New Zealand Daylight Time {NZDT) (whichever is applicable), as the day, month and
year {e.g. 8 September 2002 would be written “08/09/02") in the box headed “Date”.

3. Enter, as at 01:00 hours -
(i) the “Latitude” and “Longitude” of the vessel's position;

(i) the depth of the deepest lure (being the greatest depth in the water of any
lure as measured vertically from the sea surface) and the depth of sea bottom
(being the depth of the acean bottom directly beneath the vessel at the
commencement of fishing) in the box headed “Depth”;

(i) the “Sea surface temperature” in degrees Celsius; the "Wind speed” in metres
per second; and the "Wind direction” in degrees from True North in the relevant
boxes.

Fishing Effort

4, Enter the fishing time relative to New Zealand Standard Time {NZST) or New Zealand
Daylight Time (NZDT} {whichever is applicable] of the jigging operation in the box
headed “Time fishing” by entering, in the respective boxes;

(] the “Time at start of fishing" in applicable time using a twenty-four (24} hour
clock; and

(i) the “Time at end of fishing" in applicable time using a twenty-four {24}
hour clock.

5. Enter the number of jigging machines used during operation in the preceding 24
hour period in the box headed “Number of jigging machines in use”, by entering
the maximum number of single reel machines and maximum number of double reel
machines used in the relevant boxes,
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6.

Enter catch details from the jigging operation undertaken during the 24 hour period
ending at 12:00 hours by specifying (in greenweight kilograms) the respective
catches of Arrow Squid, other squid and other species in the appropriate boxes
headed “Total catch”, Where species other than squid are caught, specify the
species code of that species under the calumn “Other species {specify)".

Tray Tally

7.

Enter the "Number of trays of whole squid” processed during the 24 hour period
ending at 12:00 hours, firstly by entering a total in each of the boxes that indicate
the number of whole squid packed into each tray (being the total number of trays
of whole squid processed during the specified period that contained that number
of sguid in each tray}, then finally entering the aggregate total of trays of whaole
squid processed in the specified period.

Enter the "Number of trays of legless squid” processed during the 24 hour period
ending at 12:00 hours, firstly by entering a total in each of the boxes that indicate
the number of legless squid packed into each tray [being the totai number of trays
of legless squid processed during the specified period that contained that number
of squid in each tray), then finally entering the aggregate total of trays of legless
squid processed in the specified period.

Where no fishing has been undertaken during the 24 hour period ending at 12:00
hours, enter a descriptien of the activity that was being undertaken during that
period {e.g. transhipping or steaming) in the box headed “Not fishing”.

1C. To finalise the return for the day, the following shall be entered -

{i) the name of the halder of the permit under whose authority the vessel is taking
squid for sale or the name of the nation for which the vesse! is fishing as a
foreign licensed vessel, in the box headed “Permit holder's name”;

(i) the client number of the holder of the permit under whose authority your
vessel is taking squid for sate, or the licence number of the foreign licensed
vessel, in the box headed "Permit holder's client number™;

(i} the signature of the permit holder or master in the relevant box; and

(iv) the date at which the return is completed in the box headed “Date signed*.

1.2 the administration and enforcement of the Fisheries Act 1996 and the Territorial
Sea, Contiguous Zane, and Exclusive Economic Zone Act 1977, and the regulations
made under these Acts.

The agency that will collect and hald this information is calied FishServe (see
address below).

This information is then sent to the Ministry of Fisheries.
Some personal information is being coliected.

Under Principles 6 and 7 of the Privacy Act 1993 you have the right to access and
correct any personal information that has been provided.
